Lex Bouter

Lex Bouter was born in Rotterdam in 1956. After obtaining an MSc in Medical Biology at Utrecht
University, he lectured for several years at teacher training colleges in Tilourg and Utrecht. In 1984 he
joined the Department of Epidemiology and Healthcare Research at Maastricht University, where he
trained as an epidemiologist. His contributions to the Dutch Health Sciences curriculum resulted in
the 1988 publication of a textbook on epidemiology, the sixth revised edition of which will be
published in 2010.
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Bouter obtained his PhD in 1988, for a thesis based upon a case-control study on injury risk in
downhill skiing. He undertook a wide range of research activities with MSc and PhD students, but
gradually his focus narrowed to musculoskeletal disorders in primary care. In 1989 he was appointed
associate professor at Maastricht University.

In 1992 Bouter took up a tenured position as Professor of Epidemiology and Scientific Director of a
research institute with a focus on primary care and public health at the VU University Medical Center
in Amsterdam.

His teaching activities between 1992 and 2006 centred on the MSc and PhD Epidemiology
programmes at the EMGO Institute. His research activities in that period consisted mainly of
supervising PhD students and postdoctoral researchers. From 2001 until 2006 he also chaired of one
of the six divisions at the VU University Medical Center. In addition to his management functions, Lex
Bouter has served on many boards and committees.

In 2006 he was appointed Rector Magnificus and member of the Executive Board of VU University
Amsterdam. In this function he focuses on combining research groups in interdisciplinary research
institutes and on internationalization of education. As a rector Lex Bouter pleads for attention for the
societal impact of research, and for attention for the dilemmas around scientific integrity. His tasks
outside the university mainly concern the clarification of the societal importance of good research
and education.

Lex Bouter is author or co-author of 580 scientific publications contained in the Web of Science,
which have been cited more than 19,000 times (h-index of 75). He has supervised 71 successful PhD
theses.

Ruiru 11. As Head of the Coffee Breeding Project (1983-1988), he executed the Hybrid Seed
Production Program for Ruiru 11 and the National On-Farm trials leading to rapid adoption of Ruiru
11. In this work, he served as lead Scientist for the rust resistance selection program and the
innovative hybrid seed production program documented in 12 Annual Progress reports, 6
international/regional symposia proceedings and 8 publications in reputable peer reviewed journals
as main author. Between 1989 and 1994, Owuor was employed as Associate Research Officer with
ICRAF, where he coordinated the Western Kenya Field work of the German — BMZ funded
Multipurpose Tree Improvement Program. As lead Scientist for the reproductive biology and seed
systems research component was commended during the Executive Management and Programme
Review (EMPR) of ICRAF by the TAC of the CGIAR in 1993. This work is documented in 4 Annual
reports, 2 international symposia proceedings and 3 publications in peer reviewed international
journals, in addition to a doctoral thesis.
